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JUMPING DIVISIONS - THE DETAILS 

 

Jumping divisions include three rounds: 

 

Round 1:  Clear Round 

 

If the rider completes the course with no faults, they 

are eligible for an immediate jump-off. 

  

Round 2:  Speed Derby 

 

Rider will be timed as they perform the course. The 

entry with the best time is the winner – no jump-off 

required. 

 

Round 3:  Gambler’s Choice 

 

Rider will choose their own course; each fence cleared 

is worth a given amount of points based on difficulty. 

The entry who accumulates the most points within a 

set time limit on course wins. 

 

GENERAL RULES & PRIZES 

 

Walk-Trot Division A & B 

 

Division A and B, will be judged and not based on 

time or jump faults, with exclusion of the Gambler’s 

Choice Round, which will be timed. 

 

Junior & Senior Entries 

 

Divisions will be split by Junior & Senior entries. 

However, they may be combined by discretion of the 

Show Manager. 

 

Ribbons & Prizes 

 

Ribbons awarded 1-6
th

 for each Dressage Test and 

Jumping Round as well as Ribbons 1-6
th

 for each 

Combined Training Division. Also, a special ribbon will 

be given for the Dressage High Point score of the 

show!
